
 

GOOD FOOD BOX PROGRAM 

What is it? Food co-op buying power. For $10.00 a month you receive 20 + 

pounds of fruits and vegetables. 
 

How do I do it? You drop off your $10.00 (CASH ONLY) at CNHA (9796 

Willow St – the Old Chemainus Fire Hall) by the second to last day of the 

calendar month. Our office picks up the food after 1pm on the third Monday in the new month.  
 

What do I get for my $10.00? Each month is different.  See examples:

Also included is a new recipe every month using the ingredients in the Good Food Box (bag). 
 

Do I get a choice of what I get? No. The food co-op shops for the best value of food. At $10.00 per 

person, individual orders cannot be taken. 
 

What do I do with stuff I do not like? Trade it to others in the program, share with friends, or donate 

it to the local Food Bank. 
 

Are you the only Good Food Box Depot? No, we are actually a sub-depot. Warmland House in 

Duncan, 2579 Lewis Street, is the major depot and you can drop off your money there and pick up 

your order there. Or start your own depot! 
 

The bad news… There is no choice of fruits and vegetables and bags must be picked up at CNHA by 

the Tuesday afternoon. There are no refunds of cancellations once we have your $10 for the month.  

 

The good news… The price, and no contract to sign - come any month to sign on 

for the next box.  
 

We do not receive a “cut” or money to provide this service.  This program exists 

across Canada to provide good nutrition at good prices.
