Running Order 
The classes will be divided and grouped together for fairness, and will run in the 
following order: 2wd non‐studded, 2wd studded, 4wd non‐studded, 4wd studded.  
The start order will be posted on Thursday, December 3.  All entries submitted after 
this date will be placed at the end of the running order. 
 
Scoring Format 
The snowX will be scored as two cumulative time totals, divided into an AM and PM 
session, with an equal number of runs in each session.  The slowest run from each 
session will be dropped.  Prizes will be awarded for fastest overall and in class, as 
well as for fastest lap of the day. 
 
Penalties & DNFs 
Competitors will be assessed a 10 second penalty for every course object they hit 
during a run.  Failing to navigate the course correctly will result in the run being 
designated ‘did not finish’; however, the competitor will be allowed to resume 
running the rest of the course after his error.  For scoring purposes, DNF runs will 
be assigned a run time of 3 min. 
 
Competitor Registration 
Competitors must bring their license, membership and snowX entry forms, with 
their vehicle ready to pass technical inspection as described in the supplementary 
regulations.  They will sign a waiver and receive a wristband. 
 
In Town Registration 
For local snowX competitors, there will be an in town registration from 1900 – 2000 
on Friday December 4 at Mr. Lube.

Volunteer SnowX Registration and Technical Inspection 
Rally volunteers must complete the snowX entry, technical inspection, license and 
membership forms.  These may be submitted at registration on Friday or at the 
awards party on Saturday.  The forms will be reviewed and scrutineering will be 
performed before volunteers are allowed to line up in the staging area on Sunday 
morning.  The scoring format will be the same for both events. 
 
Exclusion Penalty 
The security firm at Big White has been instructed to record the information of any 
vehicle being driven inappropriately at or near the resort, including in the Happy 
Valley Parking Lot.  This information will be reported to the event organizers, who 
will exclude any competitor listed as a rally weekend participant, without refund.
