
Grazyna Kochanska and Nazan Aksan proposed a research based on early childhood’s internalization and socialization in respect to the quality of the child’s compliance behavior.  In this research, both authors examines the correlation of the development of internalization that the child has along with different forms of compliance; committed compliance, the positive relationship between mother-child and how it predicts compliance, and the difference between the compliance with the context of “do” vs. “don’t” demands. The central goal of this paper is to address the concept of internalization, in respond to the approaches of whole-hearted compliance vs. situational compliance, and with the approach of positive relationship between mother and child.  

Corresponding to the Kochanska and Aksan’s research, the discussion of whole-hearted compliance vs. situational compliance, whole-hearted compliance associates with the positive measure of internalization, meanwhile, maternal control contributes to situational compliance and does not measure any types of internalization.  Even though the results of whole-hearted compliance support internalization but in a sense, more works needs to be done on it.  As for example, what in the chances do you see an infant at the age of 2-5 might be committed and whole-hearted?  That chance is unlikely to happen, as opposed to situational compliance because infants at that age lack what we called “effortful control” (CITE, txt).  However, this whole idea is inconsistent with Lev Vygotsky’s approach, where he believed the child has the ability to self-regulate themselves, through the process of zone of proximal development (CITE, txt). Therefore, they have the ability to express whole-heartedly.  In this case, referring to the context of whole-hearted compliance, the mother in this case acts as an expert, and through the process of scaffolding, the child is able to self-regulate themselves internally without the help of their mother.  Summarizing this approach, it is not as clear to which phenomenon you should agree with the notion of whole-hearted compliance.  One end of the spectrum, it states, if a child express wholeheartedly, it is inconsistent with effortful control but on the other end, it is consistent with Lev Vygotsky’s approach where the child does indeed self-regulate themselves through zone of proximal as long as they have assistance of others.  
Meanwhile, in contrast, maternal control was a factor in contributing situational compliance rather than predicting the onset of internalization, as opposed to whole-hearted compliance.  Situational compliance is based on a meaning of effortful control, where the children lacks the ability of commitment, or in other words the mother always need to ask them to do something as they were told to do (CITE txt). Taking as a consideration in this research was the mutual relationship between the mother and child and how it contributes to both whole-hearted compliance and situational compliance. Positive parenting styles and their effects correspond well with both committed compliance and situational compliance as opposed to parenting styles that imposed power on their kids.  For example, an authoritarian parenting patterns emphasize demand and control on their child and they favor punishment as opposed to reasoning (CITE, txt), which suggested a low level of internalization and it terminates the quality of the child to accept the maternal demands from the mother (CITE, paper). 

In summary, the context of the whole research needs to explore further.  In addition, in helping to understand the relationship between mother and child that effects development of internalization, we should highlight the fact that this article just focuses on just dyad relationships, where the child obeys the mother’s demands.  However, environmental approach can be taken into consideration in this research. In such case, as Bandura stated environment plays a critical role, but however it is up to you to be able to reflect on this environment (CITE, lecture).  Nevertheless, the latter approach of this research should integrate both the role of the environment and the relationship between mother and child to determining the effect of compliance and internalization.
