Dear Michael, Piere and Sheila,

Here I present to you, with pride, my work on the Genealogia Klerckiana. Please correct my English, and make a choice of the words, I proposed between [brackets]. You should only consider the right column. Please ‘delete’ my wrong words by underlining, en give your choice between brackets, so I know what you mean.

Words between (parentheses) are in the manuscript originally written between (). Quite a lot of times the author of the manuscript (Dirck Klerck) made remarks on added documents, which were marked with a letter A or so. Therefore, I think originally there must have been a collection of several documents, belonging to the manuscript.

The Latin texts will be translated on a later moment. I will go on holidays for a week, and I won’t have you to wait any longer. But still you have to know about some Dutch historical facts.

During the period from about 1570 to 1700 the Netherlands was a union of 17 provinces: The United Netherlands, or The United 17 Provinces. Each province had a certain independence, and had a provincial gouvernement (like still today): the States of the Province of (Holland, Utrecht, Friesland, Zeeland etc.). The daily work of those provincial states was done by the Deputees. All the 17 provinces (later only 7 remained, now we have 12) were united under a national gouvernment, the States General, with delegates of all provinces. Head of the state was a Stadholder, a Prince of Orange, most of them were called Willem (William). The officials all ruled from The Hague (like today), which was the centre of political power, and not in Amsterdam. Amsterdam was the most important city concerning trade and money-power. From here the great naval power (both military and trade) was ruled. The trade company, (which was the first Multinational company in the world), which traded with the East Indies (Indonesia) was called the United East Indian Company, the V.O.C. To the West trade was made by the Western Indian Company, the W.I.C.  Later, about 1800, the southern provinces separated, they now belong to Northern France and Belgium. That is why many Klerck’s lived in Brussels, Louvain, Liege, Namur, Hainault and the like, now belonging to Belgium, but in their time still The Netherlands.

About 1795, there was a great revolution in our country. Because of French influance, in the Netherlands the Patriottic party overruled the nationalists (belonging to the prince of Orange) and many French ideas (democracy, ‘away with the traditional ‘higher’ people etc.) were introduced. Napoleon occupied the Netherlands about 1798 until we were freed and became a kingdom in 1813. In this time the scutcheons had to be removed out of the churges.

There are some more details you have to know.

In The Netherlands, we speak about Mr. Jones and Mrs. Jones and Miss Jones as: de Heer Jansen and Mevrouw Jansen and Mejuffrouw Jansen. When Mr. Jones has a degree in Law, we call him Mr. Jansen (Meester Jansen), in English this is Master Jones I think. So, in the Genalogia Klerckiana, Mr. Fredrick Klerck is a master in law. I have translated this as Master Fredrick Klerck. When such a Master wrote a these, he was doctorated, and in older days, the letters I.U.D. (or J.V.D.) were added, which means Iuris Utriusque Doctor (Doctor in both sciences of Law). 

Please inform me, if there are still matters being unclear to you. I will prepare a general introduction to the manuscript, with remarks like above here, and more information. When you will not succeed in having the manuscript printed, the Historical Socity of Rhenen (of which I am the president) will try to have it published.

Well folks, that will be enough for now. Have a lot of fun by reading the text. But please do not give away the text to others, beacuse families or other Klerck’s will photocopy it, and later they will not be interested any more to buy the booklet!
