Rule Changes

Paul Deshaies from CABO has prepared the 2008 summary_of the Rule Changes that
are now in place. Please refer to your rule book for the complete reading of the rule and
any interpretations.

Art. 4.3 Uniforms

The provision that T-shirts may be worn by players under their game uniforms is not valid
anymore.

Art. 25.2.3 Player falling on the floor

It is legal when a player falls and slides on the floor while holding the ball.

Art. 28.1.3 Ball goes into team'’s frontcourt

The ball goes to the teams’ frontcourt when, during the dribble from backcourt to
frontcourt, both feet of the dribbler and the ball are in contact with the frontcourt.

Art. 30.1.2 Ball returned to the backcourt

It will not be a violation anymore if a player, who jumps from his frontcourt, establishes a
new team control while still airborne and then lands in his team’s backcourt.

Art. 31 Goaltending and interference

If a player reaches through the basket from below and touches the ball, it is interference
(and not a simple violation) with all the relevant rule consequences.

Art. 36.1.4 Unsportsmanlike foul

If a defensive player causes contact with an opponent from behind or laterally in an
attempt to stop a fast break and there is no opponent between the offensive player and
the opponents’ basket, then the contact shall be judged to be unsportsmanlike.

Art. 38.3.1 Technical foul

A technical foul can be called on a player for excessive swinging of elbows (without
contact).

FIBA Exam Refresher

1. The 24-second signal sounds while the ball is in the air on a try for goal by A4. The ball strikes the ring
and is rolling on it when B4 touches the ball. Has B4 committed basket interference?

2. A4 and B4 jump and simultaneously take control of a rebound. They both land with a firm grip on the ball
with B4 having one foot out of bounds. The official calls a violation on B4 for being out of bounds. Is the
official correct?

3. The throw-in pass from A4 to A5 is deflected by B4. While attempting to retrieve the loose ball, A5 fouls
B5. This is Team A’s 5th foul of the quarter. Shall B5 be awarded 2 free throws?

4. During the 1st half, Team A has been officially warned about unduly delaying the breaking of their huddle
at the end of time outs. In the 2nd half, Team A again delays the breaking of the huddle. Should an
additional time out be charged to Team A?

5. After touching the backboard on a try for goal by A4, the ball is still in its upward flight, completely above
the level of the ring, when B4 touches the ball. The official calls a violation for goal tending. Is this correct?

6. The 24- second signal sounds with Team-A in control of the ball. Does the ball become dead immediately?

7. A4 scores a basket. While the ball is dead, B5 pushes A5. The official calls a technical foul on B5. Is the
official correct?

8. A3 is awarded 2 free throws. Team B takes a time out. After the time out, A5 attempts and is successful
on both free throws. The official then recognizes the error. Both free throws are cancelled and Team B is
awarded the ball for a throw-in at the free throw line extended. Is this correct?

9. On atry for goal by A5, the ball lodges between the backboard and the rim. The alternating possession
arrow favours Team A. Shall the 24-second device be reset?

10. During a sideline throw-in from the backcourt near the division line, A4 takes one step towards the
frontcourt and releases the throw-in pass to A5 in the backcourt. When A4 released the ball, he was in the
frontcourt area. Is this a backcourt violation?

11. A10 is beckoned onto the floor by an official to replace A4. While leaving the court, A4 impolitely
addresses an official and a technical foul is assessed. Shall the foul count in Team A'’s player foul total in
that period?

12. During a time-out, A10 reports to the scorer to substitute and then returns directly to the huddle. When
play resumes, A10 comes directly onto the court as one of the five players. Is this substitution procedure
legal?

You need to communicate to your assignor, John Weiland, when you can and cannot work.
CBOA has a fantastic tool in the Arbiter; if you know a date when you can’t work, taking a
minute to “block it” on the Arbiter gives John information, and makes his job easier. Similarly,
If you have dates open and want to work — CALL! John never turns away callers looking for
more games. The bottom line: communicating with the assignor means updating them on
when you're available.

What about our partners on the court? When should we begin communicating with them? |
hope most of us are confirming our assignments with each other at least the day of the game.
In an age where we have telephones, cell phones, PDA’s, email, and text messaging at our
fingertips, communicating with partners is easy.

Once at the game, do we have a pre-game with our partners? | always try to have one, even
if it's just to say “have a good game, partner.” Once underway, are we making eye contact?
Do we have a strong whistle and clear signals? Do we use our voice to “tell a story” about
each call? Do we get together during timeouts to talk about the game? What do we discuss
at half-time and after the game? Over 17 years of officiating, I've learned more by working
with different partners and just picking their brains for advice. Open and honest
communication between partners ensures success on the floor.

Players and coaches, like the rest of the people in our lives, have different personalities and
require different methods of communication. Some need a gentle touch, and others need a
firm hand. Most difficulties stem from the fact that while we are there to administer the game,
the teams are there to win. That often puts us in conflict. How do you respond to that
conflict? What type of communication is needed? Does the coach just need a chance to vent
and a quick “I got it, coach”, or does he need to be told “I hear you, but that's enough”? How
do we control the emotions going on inside of us that may impede our ability to
communicate?

In the end, we all want officiating to be as easy and enjoyable as possible — that's why we’re
in it; we love the game. Focusing on effectively communicating greatly increases our
chances of having positive experiences — on and off the floor.
